DRESS REHEARSAL 
Dress Rehearsal is a very important part of the Recital experience.  This is the first time
the dancers will perform full out in their costume with hair and make up on the stage.

WHEN: Friday June 3rd 
WHERE: The Grand Opera House 

DROP OFF LOCATION:  Theatre Back door in the alley.  There will be a sign on the door and
a volunteer present. 

PROCESS:
All dancers will be dropped off @ the behind the theatre in the back alley Each dancer will
have a DDS Volunteer who will be in charge of their class back stage and help them change
costumes if needed.   

SHOULD MY DANCER ARRIVE TO DRESS REHEARSAL IN COSTUME: 
Your dancer will need to arrive DRESSED in their FIRST DANCE costume.  If the dancer only
has one costume, they will still arrive in this costume.  We ask that dancers have their hair
and make up completed as well upon arrival at drop off.  Please look at the show order in
the packet to see what your dancer's first dance is.   

WHAT DOES MY DANCER NEED BACKSTAGE: 
Dancers only need their dance shoes in their dance bag and a bottle of WATER. We do not
want to have colored drinks back stage for our dancers so we can limit stains on costumes
backstage.  The duration of both recitals is quick, so please no snacks. Please no toys or
other items.  Volunteers will have entertainment for our younger dancers for backstage
time.      

CAN I WATCH THE DRESS REHEARSAL?
We always have a closed rehearsal for our dancers and staff so we are able to prepare them
for the stage with as limited distractions as possible.  We also want you to enjoy the show
SATURDAY once we have worked out all the kinks!

SHOW DAY
This is the BIG DAY your dancer has worked for all year! Your dancer will be very
excited and its going to be a FABULOUS day to take the stage and perform! We want
to make this experience the best it can be for you and your dancer, so please
continue reading all of the details below! 

WHEN DO I ARRIVE TO THE THEATER?
Your dancer will arrive ONE HOUR before the show begins.  

WHERE DO I DROP OFF MY DANCER?
You will drop your dancer of at back theatre door in the alley. There will be signage
for you and a volunteer.

WHO CAN DROP OFF MY DANCER?
We ask that only ONE PARENT check in and drop off each dancer. No parents will be
able to enter the dressing rooms. We have capable DDS staff members and volunteers
to assist your dancers once they are checked in and dropped off. Dancers 6th grade
and below will be given an identification card to parents at drop off for pick up.  

CHECK IN PROCESS- 
Dancer's parents younger than 6th grade will be given a student identification card.  
This will allow the volunteer to know who your dancer is.  

SHOULD MY DANCER ARRIVE TO THE RECITAL IN COSTUME?
Yes, we ask that they arrive dressed in their costume with their hair and make up
done.  This will keep things moving smoothly backstage for our dancers and
volunteers.  If they have multiple dances a DDS volunteer will be in the dressing
room to assist with costume and hair changes.  If your dancer has multiple costume/
hair changes, please have their costumes, shoes ad hair supplies organized, LABELED
and readily available in a small bag or garment bag.  Please note, if your dancer is
only in one dance, we prefer they only bring their dance bag with dance shoes and
water inside only.  

DISSMISSAL POLICY AND PROCEDURE: You will pick up your dancer at the theatre
at the back alley of the theatre.  Parents of dancers 6th grade and below will need
to have the dancer identification card for pick up.  

 



STAGE MAKEUP AND HAIR 

DOES MY DANCER NEED TO WEAR MAKEUP? 
Yes! The stage lights are bright, and the stage is large! All dancers will need to wear
makeup.  This will help make their faces stand out on stage and not be washed out by
the stage lights.  

For the younger dancers, we suggest blush and a lip stain or lipstick.  The older dancers
should wear blush, lip stain, and eye makeup.  All dancers should look their best for
SHOW DAY!  If your dancer wants lip color, we suggest using a lip stain for older
dancers with no gloss. If you would rather not use lip stain on your younger dancer,
that’s completely fine and they just won’t have lip color for the show this year.

HOW SHOULD I STYLE MY DANCER'S HAIR? 
Each class will be assigned a specific hairstyle for their performance/ costume.  This
will be listed below.
